PAYP objectives have largely been achieved, as shown below:-

· By attending the project, YPs were diverted from getting into mischief/crime, and have a new interest for the future.

· To get on to the project, YPs had to get referred from Connexions. We then gave opportunities to discover electronic/mechanical talents which can be further developed at school; also saw all the facilities at Idea Store.

· Team work and self-discipline are the prime aims of the project.  Members must develop the patience and self-discipline to go through the boring work of research into the working of the models, and to remain silent while others are speaking. Self-esteem proceeds from seeing their group work coming together in making the model work and self-confidence from achieving these aims.

· While the project gives no direct support to children moving from primary to secondary education, it provides a platform on which the Connexions service can work.

· The project is set up to provide YPs who have an interest in cars with an understanding of the processes needed to learn to drive a real car on the road.  To this end, members set up a model car, designed so far as possible in their own way, repaired to a specified standard so that it will be safe to drive; to develop engineering and design skills on which they can build in real life; and possibly to provide a hobby in the future.  

· The project was successful in that YPs from all areas of Tower Hamlets, of several ethnicities, worked happily together to achieve a working model.

· Three of our members are already working voluntarily in the community and a basis has been given to others to help in elementary model car repair.
